
Position Statement for KCSAR K-9 Unit 

 

Kent County Search and Rescue, K-9 Unit has been developed to provide canine resources in 

the form of qualified SAR dogs/handlers to meet the varying emergency needs of Kent County 

and other counties where our services have been requested/offered through law enforcement.  

It is a “unit” of Kent County Search and Rescue and not a stand along volunteer K-9 SAR 

organization.  Rather the unit draws from other volunteer K-9 organizations and independent 

canine teams (dog and handler.)   When there is a desire on the part of a canine handler to 

participate as such with the K-9 Unit of KCSAR, the handler can be included in activations by 

starting the process of filling out the online application to become a member of KCSAR at 

www.kentcountysar.org.  

In most cases, all K-9 teams are provided with a flanker or field support services person, a 

communications person and one or more Sheriff’s Deputies on activations if and when their K-9 

team is utilized.  Where ever possible, the field support services/flanker will be a fellow canine 

handler from their organization or a member of KCSAR who has had training in this regard. 

K-9 trainings in and around Kent County are open to any KCSAR K-9 Unit member who wishes to 

participate and are posted on the KCSAR website.
